 Ephesians 2:8 For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and 
this is not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— 9 not by works, so that no 
one can boast. 10 For we are God’s handiwork, created in Christ Jesus to do 
good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do. 

 Titus 2:11 For the grace of God has appeared that offers salvation to all 
people. 12 It teaches us to say “No” to ungodliness and worldly 
passions, and to live self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present 
age, 13 while we wait for the blessed hope—the appearing of the glory of 
our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ, 14 who gave himself for us to 
redeem us from all wickedness and to purify for himself a people that are 
his very own, eager to do what is good.

4 for giving prudence to those who are simple,[a] 
    knowledge and discretion to the young— 
5 let the wise listen and add to their learning, 
    and let the discerning get guidance— 
6 for understanding proverbs and parables, 
    the sayings and riddles of the wise.  

7 The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge, 
    but fools despise wisdom and instruction. 

 2 Corinthians 10:3 For though we live in the world, we do not wage war as 
the world does. 4 The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of the 
world. On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish 
strongholds. 5 We demolish arguments and every pretension that sets itself 
up against the knowledge of God, and we take captive every thought to 
make it obedient to Christ. 

 Colossians 1:9 For this reason, since the day we heard about you, we have 
not stopped praying for you. We continually ask God to fill you with the 
knowledge of his will through all the wisdom and understanding that the 
Spirit gives,[a] 10 so that you may live a life worthy of the Lord and please 
him in every way: bearing fruit in every good work, growing in the 
knowledge of God, 11 being strengthened with all power according to his 
glorious might so that you may have great endurance and patience,

12 In fact, though by 
this time you ought to be teachers, you need someone to teach you the 
elementary truths of God’s word all over again. You need milk, not solid 
food! 13 Anyone who lives on milk, being still an infant, is not acquainted 
with the teaching about righteousness.
