3 Now this is 

eternal life: that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus 

Christ, whom you have sent. 4 I have brought you glory on earth by 

completing the work you gave me to do. 5 And now, Father, glorify 

me in your presence with the glory I had with you before the world 

began.

12 But when this priest had offered for all 
time one sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the right hand of 
God, 13 and since that time he waits for his enemies to be made his 
footstool. 

• Philippians 2:9 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place 
    and gave him the name that is above every name, 
10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, 
    in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 
11 and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord, 
    to the glory of God the Father. 

• 1 Corinthians 15:58 Therefore, my dear brothers and sisters, stand 
firm. Let nothing move you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of 
the Lord, because you know that your labor in the Lord is not in vain.
