3 For this reason I, Paul, the prisoner of Christ Jesus for the sake of
you Gentiles—

2 Surely you have heard about the administration of God’s grace that
was given to me for you, 3 that is, the mystery made known to me by
revelation, as | have already written briefly. 4 In reading this, then, you
will be able to understand my insight into the mystery of Christ, 5 which
was not made known to men in other generations as it has now been
revealed by the Spirit to God’s holy apostles and prophets. 6 This
mystery is that through the gospel the Gentiles are heirs together with
Israel, members together of one body, and sharers together in the
promise in Christ Jesus.

7 | became a servant of this gospel by the gift of God’s grace given me
through the working of his power. 8 Although | am less than the least of
all God’s people, this grace was given me: to preach to the Gentiles the
unsearchable riches of Christ, 9 and to make plain to everyone the
administration of this mystery, which for ages past was kept hidden in
God, who created all things. 10 His intent was that now, through the
church, the manifold wisdom of God should be made known to the rulers
and authorities in the heavenly realms, 11 according to his eternal
purpose which he accomplished in Christ Jesus our Lord. 12 In him and
through faith in him we may approach God with freedom and
confidence. 13 | ask you, therefore, not to be discouraged because of my
sufferings for you, which are your glory.

What does a servant of the Gospel look like?



1. Treasure the gift of grace.

Ephesians 3:7 | became a servant of this gospel by the gift of God'’s
grace given me through the working of his power.

Acts 9:15 But the Lord said to Ananias, “Go! This man is my chosen
instrument to carry my name before the Gentiles and their kings and
before the people of Israel. 16 | will show him how much he must
suffer for my name.”

b. Be ready to .

1 Peter 3:15 But in your hearts set apart Christ as Lord. Always be
prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the
reason for the hope that you have.

3. Realize the nature of the Gospel.

Acts 10:34 Then Peter began to speak: “I now realize how true it is
that God does not show favoritism 35 but accepts men from every
nation who fear him and do what is right. 36 You know the message
God sent to the people of Israel, telling the good news of peace
through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all.

Galatians 3:26 You are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus, 27
for all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves
with Christ. 28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor
female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus. 29 If you belong to Christ,
then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.
