Paul’s Pastoral Prayer:

14 For this reason | kneel before the Father, 15 from whom his whole
family in heaven and on earth derives its name. 16 | pray that out of his
glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his Spirit in
your inner being, 17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through
faith. And | pray that you, being rooted and established in love, 18 may
have power, together with all the saints, to grasp how wide and long
and high and deep is the love of Christ, 19 and to know this love that
surpasses knowledge—that you may be filled to the measure of all the
fullness of God.

20 Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or
imagine, according to his power that is at work within us, 21 to him be
glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, for
ever and ever! Amen.

1. The width of God’s love includes you in his .

e 1John3:1 How greatis the love the Father has lavished on us, that
we should be called children of God! And that is what we are!

e John 15:13 Greater love has no one than this, that he lay down his life
for his friends.

e Ephesians 1:13 And you also were included in Christ when you heard
the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation.

transgressions—it is by grace you have been saved.

e John 3:16 “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only
Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal
life. 17 For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the
world, but to save the world through him.

e  (olossians 2:6 So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord,
continue to live in him, 7 rooted and built up in him, strengthened in
the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness.

e 2 Corinthians 5:14 For Christ’s love compels us, because we are
convinced that one died for all, and therefore all died. 15 And he died
for all, that those who live should no longer live for themselves but for
him who died for them and was raised again.
