and do not lose heart when he rebukes you, 6 because the Lord
disciplines those he loves, and he punishes everyone he accepts as a
son.”7 Endure hardship as discipline; God is treating you as sons.

heal their land.

e  Psalm 40:1-3 "l waited patiently for the Lord; he turned to me and
heard my cry. He lifted me out of the slimy pit, out of the mud and
mire; he set my feet on a rock and gave me a firm place to stand. He
put a new song in my mouth, a hymn of praise to our God. Many will
see and fear the Lord and put their trust in him."

e John 16:33 “] have told you these things, so that in me you may have
peace. In this world you will have trouble. But take heart! | have
overcome the world.”

e Revelation 7:13 Then one of the elders asked me, “These in white

robes—who are they, and where did they come from?”
14 | answered, “Sir, you know.”
And he said, “These are they who have come out of the great
tribulation; they have washed their robes and made them white in the
blood of the Lamb. 15 Therefore,
“they are before the throne of God

and serve him day and night in his temple;
and he who sits on the throne will shelter them with his presence.
16 ‘Never again will they hunger; never again will they thirst.
The sun will not beat down on them,” nor any scorching heat.
17 For the Lamb at the center of the throne will be their shepherd;
‘he will lead them to springs of living water.’[b]

‘And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes.’[c]”
